Diabetic Research Fellowship

The purpose of the Fellowship is to provide medical, surgical and academic experience in the area of Limb Preservation. The Fellowship is currently a 1-year program.
Responsibilities:

1. The Diabetic Research Fellow at MAMC will provide medical and surgical treatment for complex lower extremity patients. 

2. The Diabetic Research Fellow at MAMC will coordinate, write and conduct research pertaining to a multi-disciplined approach to Limb Preservation.  

Minimum Qualifications:

Completion of a 1-2 year podiatric residency program and research experience.

Preferred Qualifications:

1. Experience working with complex patients in a multi discipline setting.

2. Ability to mentor and teach students and resident physicians.

3. Understanding of wound care methodologies.

4. Experience with the principals of research.
