STUDENT MODULE


INTRODUCTION
The ASMART program has been developed to meet the need for standardized medical proficiency training (MPT) for U.S. Army Medical Department (AMEDD) personnel.  Soldiers with a medical MOS assigned to table of organization and equipment (TOE) units may not have the opportunity to sustain the skills necessary for medical readiness.  ASMART is to be utilized by all AMEDD personnel, including Reserve Components (RC) personnel while on annual training (AT) or inactive duty training (IDT).

The U.S. Army Health Services Command (now Medical Command) and Forces Command signed a Letter of Agreement creating the ASMART program in May 1987.  ASMART provides hands-on, documented, individual training in a fixed medical treatment facility (MTF).  The U.S. Army Medical Department Center and School (AMEDDC&S) developed MOS-specific modules to assist MTF trainers in providing ASMART sustainment training.  Tasks included in each module are those judged to be essential for medical readiness, but which are not routinely performed in the TOE environment.  For additional information, consult MEDCOM Regulation 350-4.


The purpose of MPT is to train AMEDD TOE personnel in peacetime skills that provide readiness for mobilization.

The ASMART module provides tools for AMEDD personnel who require sustainment training in a table of distribution and allowances (TDA) environment.  The following components are provided in this ASMART module: 

Table of Contents (identified tasks listed by recommended training day.)

Daily Training Sheets and Journal

Weekly Evaluation Form and Journal

Blank Daily Training Sheet 

Student Comment Sheet

TABLE OF CONTENTS
The table of contents lists all tasks within the training module in the order of their suggested training day.  Tasks to be trained are a combination of soldier's manual and clinical tasks. Soldier's manual tasks pertain to leadership, training, and MOS knowledge/skills and are identified by task number (such as STP 081-866-0003).  "Clinical" tasks are those selected tasks that are not listed in the soldier's manual, but which contribute to readiness and are appropriate for training during TDA rotation. 

DAILY TRAINING SHEETS
The MOS 91H training module contains daily training sheets for 61 training days.  Not all of the training sheets are appropriate for all levels of the MOS.  A typical 90-day MPT rotation contains 68 training days.  Additional training sheets containing tasks selected by the TOE and/or TDA units can be added.  For rotations of less than 90 days, the appropriate number of daily training sheets should be assembled for the allotted time.

LEFT COLUMN OF DAILY TRAINING SHEET
The left side of the daily training sheet lists the tasks to be trained, an evaluation guide, and a section for comments.  Each sheet contains tasks grouped according to skill level and/or subject matter.  There is also space on each sheet where additional tasks may be added as needed.  As you perform a task, your trainer will mark either the "GO" or "NO GO" column.  Information regarding your performance is entered in the Comment Section.  These comments will reflect outstanding or marginal performance and will be passed on to your unit.

RIGHT COLUMN OF DAILY TRAINING SHEET
The right side of the daily training sheet contains a thought for the day, task vocabulary builders, and reading references.  The thought for the day is an attention-getter and establishes the climate for that particular training day.  The vocabulary builders assist soldiers with maintaining 

proficiency in medical terminology and aid in communication.  You should write the definitions of the terms before the training day.  The reading references document the sources of training guidance. 


DAILY JOURNAL ENTRIES FORM 
The Daily Journal Entries form is to be used by you and/or the trainer to record comments related to the day's training activities that may be of value later.  An example of the form (which can be reproduced as needed) is located in the Appendix at the back of the module (page A-2).

WEEKLY EVALUATION FORM
An example of the weekly evaluation sheet is located in the Appendix (page A-3) and can be reproduced as needed.  The form should be completed every five days.  Your NCOIC or OIC marks the appropriate columns for each behavior you perform and signs the form.  The evaluator is responsible for ensuring that you have had an opportunity to discuss the evaluation.

WEEKLY JOURNAL ENTRIES FORM
The weekly journal form (Appendix, page A-4) is used to summarize the daily entries and can be used to provide additional information for future use.  The form can be reproduced as needed.

BLANK DAILY TRAINING SHEET
A blank daily training sheet is provided at the back of the module (page A-5) and is used as needed.  The form can be reproduced as needed.  The sheets can be used to record additional tasks which require training, but which are not covered in this manual, and to provide for additional training days.
